CONDUCT OF EXAMINATION
Statement of purpose - “The Candidate’s Supervisory Committee has agreed that this thesis is appropriate for the examination of the degree of MSc.  The present examination is therefore the final oral examination for the degree of MSc.”

1. State the title of the thesis and introduce the candidate.
2. Ask the candidate to present an oral description of the thesis in 20 - 30 minutes.  The candidate must not read from a prepared script but flash cards are acceptable.
3. Thank the candidate and introduce the Supervisor and the Examination Committee.
4. Ask for questions from the candidate’s Examination Committee.  Please ask the External Examiner first then the Internal Examiner followed by the Committee in alphabetical order with the Supervisor last.
5. Ask for questions from all faculty members present.
6. Ask for questions from graduate students present.
7. As Chairman, you may also ask questions.
8. Ask for any further questions from the faculty.
9. Ask visitors (graduate students, etc.) and candidate to leave.
10. Chair meeting of the Examining Committee as to the suitability of this thesis for M.Sc. Examination by the University.  The Committee can decide to:

a) reject;
b) ask for major revision;
c) ask for minor revisions; 
d) accept as is.  
Finally, a mark must be assigned in % or be given out of 450.
N.B.  Commonly the Supervisor is asked to briefly describe the candidate’s career while in the department.
11. Call in candidate and give decision.
12. Submit the Chairman’s report to the Graduate Advisor advising the department of

a) The Committee’s decision.

b) The mark assigned to the thesis.
